The UK Guernment's ceficit reduction plans will see housing benefit recipiersd
and the Scadlish econony lose approximately £80million per year by 2013.

The Scoatish Local Geernment Forum Against Poverty and Ridits Advice Scothnd
is concerned that the UK Geernment is agin bringing forward and impementing
proposals without carrying out detailed impact assessmeist Such impact
assessmerg shoudl be published prior to cecisions being mad and égishtion
passed

To date the eebate regarding proposed changesd housing benefit and rened
accommodhtion policy has cented on the impact on Londn. Howvever, as this
report shows, the efécts of proposed changes will beelt far beyond the reaches
of the UK's capil city.

This document estmates the impact of changes on Scatid's nants, councis,
social housing proiders and private indlords. The @cument will also chalénge
and pose quesbns that will need careful consiération by the UK and Scadish
Governments, bcal authorities and housing preiders in both private and social
sechbrs.

The changes, atady underway but continuing over the next two years, will see:

« £25 mill ion lost to private renters as the benchmark for the st andard of
accommod ation the y are expected to rent is lowered,

* £20.1 mill ion lost as a result of the change in up-r ating benefit s from
RPI to CPI,

« £17.1 mill ion lost as result of the remo val of a £15 top-up payment for
those who live in the lowest-cost accommod ation,

« £12.5 mill ion lost by Scotland's under-35s as a result of reduction in
benefit if the y chose to rent their o wn home, and

* £3.4 mill ion lost to unemployed claimants as their housing benefit is cut
by 10% after one year.

The impact of these cig and changes will be hudg significant for tenants, bcal
authorities, social and pwate hndlords and the wigkr econony. Mary big
guestions will need to be consiéred and ansvered as the rebrms bite over the
next four years.

The incorporation of Housing Benefit inb Universal Credt in 2014 will present a
new series of issuesdr tenants, Andlords and bcal authorities. This funé@mentl
change will impact on councs' Housing Reenue Accounts and incomes. In
addition it appears that councis will have no rok when it comes b administering
and managing the housing lement of the new credt. This will have a drect
impact on housing @partment staffing and will pose a serious chathge b
councils and all andlords in terms of their ability to colect rents, paricularly as
the new credt will be paid monthly directly to tenants.

It is imperative that the UK Geernment works cbsdy with Scotish Councis and
CoSLA ® ensure the impact of the new credl is not to the dsadvantage of enants,
landlords or councik.

Conclusion

Against a backlrop of budyet contractions councik and other agencies willdce a
significant increase in @mand r a wide range of services as ail@ct result of
these proposas. Much work needs to be dne by the UK and Scoish
Governments, bcal authorities, housing associabns and the widckr housing
industry to begin b deal with these outomes and anwer these quesions and
ensure Scothnd is prepared br the changes. Without such preparadn there is
little doubt that housing is a coming crisis.

Both are currently set and adninistered by individual local authorities who, in urn,
reclaim most of the ependiture plus an adninistrative charge from the UK

Government.

In Scotlnd there are 467,530 househds in receipt of this assisance, 381,720 are
council/social housing enants and 85,550 are pwate tenants.

Changes, Timeline and
Impact

Since being &cted in May 2010 the UK Geernment has announced a series of
changes afécting Housing Benefit and Local Housing ANvance. The first
announcemens were mack in Junés Emergency Budet, a second raft of changes
emerged diring the Comprehensve Spendng Review in October and the atest
changes érmed part of the publication of the Wdfare Rebrm White Raper in
November.

The changes and theates of their impementation are as bllows:

From October 2010
1. The mehod used b catulate Support for Mortgage Inerest Payments has
been modfied leading to a rediction in support to cover mortgage coss.

From April 2011

2. Housing benefit or private rents to be caged at maximum of £250 a wek
for a one-bed home, £290dr a wo-bed £340 br a three-bed and £400 dr
four-beds and abwe.

3. Remwal of rule that albows chimants to keep up b £15 a week if they can
find somewhere to rent at bwer than the rae housing benefit is seat

locally.

4. Beginning of siged increases in Non-Depemrat Dedictions to bring them
up to the bvel they would have been had thg been fully up-rated since 2001
(the year they were kst up-rated).

5. For new chimants housing benefit br private rents to be se at a eve in line
with the lowest 30 percent of bcal rents-down from current 50 percent.
Existing chimants will receive an dement of ransitional protection.

From April 2012
6. Sinde peopé up 35 years ot (up from 25) will only receve enoud
housing benefit © cover sharing a propert, not to rent their own home.
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From April 2013

7. Reopk on Jobseedr's Allowance br a year or more will have their housing
benefit cut by 10%. According to the TUC this willéave nearly 200,000
unemployed peopeé bsing £500 a ar.

8. Housing benefit will be up-raéd in line with the Consumer Prices Inex
(CPI) inflation rate rather than in ine with local rents. Beween 1999 and
2007 CPI increased v 15% but average rent went up 44%.

9. Housing benefit will be regticted for those deemed b be occuyping a arger
property than their househodl size.

With the introduction of Universal Credt no new chims for Housing benefis

In 2007, the htest year where shtistics are aailable, there were 24,000
househotls on Scotind receving Sugport for Mortgage Inerest. Fom Ociober
2010 the UK Geernment modified the method used b catulate the éve of
support.

To hdp struggling homeaowners the kst gorernment introduced Sugort for
Mortgage Inerest (SMI). It was meant b help peopk on bw incomes pa off
mortgage inerest, so they wouldn't have their homes repossessedio quaify for
SMI cdimants have to be on cer&in benefits such as income syport, job-seeler's
allowance or pension credt. Everyone gds the same suport, recardless of vhich
mortgage they have.

This is haw it's worked out. The &st gorernment catulated a general morgage
interest rate for the benefit based on the Bank of Efend base ra¢ pus 1%. This
was fixed when the base ra¢ was high which explains why it's currently 6.08%.
This is used b catulate a monthly payment from the government which covers up
to 100% of your monthly mortgage intrest bill.

Paying Support for Mortgage Inerest based on the Bank of Erend published
average morgage rae of 3.67% (April 2010) will lead o fewer customers being
fully covered in terms of their digible mortgage inerest ougoings and adster
build up of arrears br those in the shorfall position, compared b the current
frozen rate of 6.08%.

Homeowners affected by the change will see the monthyl support they receve
halved The change will see the UK Geernment approximately £15million each
year.

Although impossibk to quantfy the change has the peaintial to kead o greatr
incidence of homéessness resuling in increased @mands on authorities' cebt,
homelessness and housing services.
